HEBREWS
BACKGROUND
Written before 70AD (because the Jews were still offering animal sacrifices in the temple in Jerusalem)

The Hebrews (Jewish Christians) were turning away from Jesus (and going back to the Law of Moses) because of persecution by the Jews (Heb 10:32-39).  Hebrews 6 describes them as 'crucifying Christ again', which indicates they are offering animal sacrifices for their sins, even after their sins have been forgiven once-for-all by Jesus.
STRUCTURE
The book of Hebrews is divided into five sections of exhortations and promises (especially to be 'partakers/sharers' with Christ, that is, to inherit and rule the kingdom with Jesus) for those who endure hardships by trusting God; and warnings of judgement to those who do not listen, and 'turn away' from Jesus.  In the historical context, some of the Hebrew Christians were turning away from Jesus, and going back to the Law of Moses (and animal sacrifices) because they did not want to be persecuted.
Overall Outline

Heb 1-4 Jesus as the Son (who has received the inheritance/reward, because of His faithfulness)

Heb 5-10 Jesus as the High Priest (who can sympathesize with our weaknesses, because He was tested in all ways like us, yet victorious)

Introduction (Heb 1:1-4)
God has spoken about and through His Son (Jesus).
After the Son faithfully did His ministry (to purge our sins), He sat down at the right hand of the Father (that is, to inherit and rule the kingdom).

Theology/Exhortation #1 (Heb 1:5 - Heb 2:18)
The Son is better than angels (through whom the Law of Moses was given).
Promises of the 'great salvation' (that is, to become partakers/sharers with the Son, to inherit and rule the kingdom).
Jesus wants to 'bring many sons to glory' (that is, to share the glory and inheritance with them).
Warning #1
Pay close attention to the things you have heard (that is, 'what God has said about Jesus'), so that you don't drift away from Jesus (Heb 2:1-4).

Theology/Exhortation #2 (Heb 3:1 - Heb 4:13
The Son is better than Moses (to whom the Law was given).
Promises to enter the rest of God (that is, to have peace and to enjoy the blessings of the inheritance of the kingdom).
Warning #2 
If you hear God's voice (that is, 'what God has said about Jesus'), don't harden your heart (Heb 3:7 - Heb 4:13).

(The Exodus generation refused to believe God's promises, and therefore, did not 'inherit the Promised Land'.)
Theology/Exhortation #3

Promises of Jesus, our great High Priest according to the order of Melchizedek (Heb 4:14 - Heb 7:27)

a)  Melchizedek is greater than Abraham, through whom Levi and the priesthood of Aaron came according to the Law of Moses
b)  The priesthood of Jesus is eternal, not limited by death (in contrast to the priests of Levi).

c)  The sacrifice of Jesus (that is, His body), which was able to forgive sins once-for-all, is better than the animal sacrifices of the Law, which were never able to forgive sins.

Warning #3
Don't become dull in hearing (that is, 'what God has said about Jesus')  (Heb 5:11 - Heb 6:8)

Theology/Exhortation #4

The New Covenant (and ministry in the heavenly Temple) is better than the Old Covenant (Law of Moses) (and ministry in the earthly Tabernacle) Heb 8:1 - Heb 10:31).
The Tabernacle and all of the sacrifices and ministry according to the Law of Moses were a shadow pointing to the reality of Jesus.
Warning #4
Don't keep sinning wilfully after receiving the knowledge of the truth (that is, what God has said about Jesus') (Heb 10:26-31).
Theology/Exhortation #5

Live by faith (that is, trust God and believe His promises) to endure times of hardship.  Don't give up! (Heb 10:32 - Heb 12:29).
The heroes of faith (Heb 11) endured persecution and hardships by faith.  They believed the promises of reward in eternity, instead of focusing on the hardships of life on this earth.

In the same way, Jesus endured the cross, and was rewarded by 'sitting at the right hand of the throne of God' (to inherit and rule the kingdom forever) (Heb 12:1-2).
Warning #5
Don't refuse God who is speaking (that is, 'about Jesus') (Heb 12:25-29).

Concluding exhortations (Heb 13:1-25)
Remember those who have spoken the word of God to you (Heb 13:7).

Come out of [the slavery to the Law] in Jerusalem, and go to Jesus, outside the city walls
The Rights of the Firstborn Son

We are all 'firstborn sons' (Heb 12:23).  We have the right to inherit and rule the kingdom of God, with Jesus, forever.  But, the rights of the firstborn can be lost.  If we harden our hearts, if we refuse to listen to God, if we turn away from Jesus, we may come to a point where it is impossible to repent, and we lose our inheritance.  Note:  we can lose our rewards, but we can never lose our eternal life.
Examples of those who lost their inheritance:
a)  The Exodus generation (Heb chapters 3-4), who refused to listen to, and believe, God's promises.  They died in the wilderness, and did not 'inherit the Promised Land', which belonged to them.

b)  Esau had the right of the firstborn (to inherit and rule the kingdom of Israel), but he did not care for it, and gave it away for a single meal (Heb 12:16-17).
c)  In addition, Adam lost the rulership of the world in Gen 3 -- he gave it to Satan.
d)  Also, Reuben and Simeon lost the rights of the firstborn because of their sin -- rulership given to Judah, priesthood given to Levi, double portion of inheritance given to Joseph (who became two tribes, Ephraim and Manaseh) (Gen 49).
Better/Superior

Jesus is superior to everything in the Law of Moses

1.  He (and the revelation through Him) is superior to the angels (Heb 1:4, Heb 2:2).  The Law was given through angels (Acts 7:53, Gal 3:19).

2.  He is superior to Moses, to whom the Law was given.  Moses was a servant, Jesus is the Son.
3.  His priesthood (according to the order of Melchizedek) is superior to the Levitical priesthood in the Law of Moses.

4.  Jesus is a king and priest, in the same way that Melchizedek was a king and a priest.

5.  The Levites had to offer sacrifices for their own sins.  Jesus was sinless.

6.  The Levites stopped being priests when they died.  Jesus is a priest forever.

7.  The sacrifices which Jesus offered were better than the sacrifices of the Law.

8.  Animal sacrifices could only cover sins.  Jesus offered Himself as a once-for-all sacrifice.

9.  The New Covenant in Jesus' blood is better than the Covenant of the Law of Moses.

10.  The Law of Moses was conditional - it depended on man's faithfulness.  "If you keep the commandments, I will bless you.  If you break the commandments, I will curse you."  The New Covenant is unconditional - it depends on God "I will remember their sins no more.  I will be their God and they will be My people.  I will put My Spirit in them."
Heb 1:1-4  God has spoken to us by Son, who 1) was appointed heir of all things, 2) created all things, and 3) sat down at the right hand of God, because He sacrificed Himself for our sins.  He became better than the angels by inheriting a better name than the angels.

'prophets'  The main prophet focussed on in Hebrews is Moses, who gave the Law, the tabernacle, the priesthood and the sacrifices.  He showed how sinful man can commune with a holy God.

'God spoken to us by the Son'  Jesus spoke about the 'so-great salvation' (Heb 2:1-4), which is the inheritance and rulership given to those who are faithful, especially in suffering and persecution (Heb 2:5, Heb 1:14 cf Heb 1:1-4).
'Son' , without the definite article, seems to be written as a name/title.  Jesus is named, 'Son', who will inherit and rule everything (the world to come, the kingdom) from the Father.  This is important because inheritance is a major theme in the whole book.
'appointed heir of all things'  This is the key to the book of Hebrews
'worlds [ages]' is most often used of 'forever/eternity'.  It includes all things - time, space and reality, including the universe (this earth) and the ages (the age to come = Millennial Kingdom and eternity, see Heb 2:5).

In physical appearance, Jesus was nothing extraordinary (Isaiah 53:2).  But, through the eyes of faith, Jesus is God, in all His glory (John 1:14, John 14:7-9).
'exact image/representation' "charaktēr" means an exact image, an engraved image.

'person' means a solid foundation, the very substance of something - in this case, Jesus is exactly the same nature/essence/person as God.

'[spoken] word' highlights 'God has spoken ... listen to what God is saying'
'having made purification'  

After/because Jesus was faithful in doing His ministry, He 

a) sat down ('rested from His works', Heb 3 & 4)

b) was glorified

c) was given the name 'Son'

d) inherited the Kingship

'has inherited'  This is a name given to Jesus = Son (A title of the son of David, who will inherit and rule the kingdom)
'name' is 'Son' (Heb 1:2). cf Philippians 2:9
Heb 1:5-14  The Son is better than the angels because 1) He is the firstborn Son of the Father and 2) all of the angels will worship and serve Him and 3) He rules the kingdom forever and 4) He is God who created everything and will exist forever and 5) He sits at the right hand of God until all His enemies are defeated.  Angels are spirits, sent out to minister to 'those' who will 'inherit salvation'.

'companions' is the word 'metochoi'  Sharers/partakers/inheritors.  It is a word repeated often in key passages in Hebrews.  It indicates 'sharers of an inheritance', those who share in the wedding feast (Psalm 45:6-7).
'above your companions' implies that the 'companions' will also be anointed with oil (sharing in the wedding feast/fellowship/celebration/inheritance)

1.  The word order of the verse is very interesting.

a)  'the -- something little, made lower than angels -- Jesus' is one adjectival phrase, between 'the' <1> and 'Jesus' <9> in Gk word order.  It very emphatically describes Jesus as 'the one who is something little, made lower than angels'.  That is, it identifies Jesus as the One fulfilling the prophecy of Psalm 8 'man ... son of man'.
b)  'made lower' and 'crowned' are both perfect passive participles -- linking them both to 'the Jesus' as appositional phrases

2.  The verse also has a chiastic structure (similar to Phm 1:5 et al = love and faith toward Jesus and toward the saints).
a) 'because of' (logically, but not grammatically) is the reason why Jesus was crowned with honour and glory

b) 'so that' (logically, but not grammatically) is the purpose for Jesus being made lower than angels.  DZ sees this as the result of Jesus being crowned with honour and glory (which is where it sits grammatically).
c) In a chiastic structure, the centre phrase clause is emphatic.  Therefore 'crowned with glory and honour, because of the suffering of death' is the important phrase.

'glory and honour'  Adam was created to rule the kingdom (Heb 2:7, Psalm 8, Gen 1:26-28), but he failed.  Because of His faithfulness, Jesus inherits and rules the kingdom -- He is 'Son' (Heb 1:1-4, Heb 2:9).  As a result, He brings 'many sons to glory' (Heb 2:10).  Those who are faithful, will be called 'firstborn [sons]' and will share in the inheritance of the kingdom with Jesus (Heb 12:25).

The crowning with glory and honour is the Father's reward for the Son's suffering.  Therefore, by the grace of God, the death-work of the Son can be imputed to everyone.  This is the 'so great salvation', beginning with redemption and forgiveness of sins, and ultimately leading to sharing the 'glory and honour' with those [sons] who are His.

God warns the Hebrew Christians, who hear His voice, not to harden their hearts [and refuse to believe His promise to enter His rest].

The Exodus generation didn't believe God's promise and were not allowed to enter His rest [ inheritance, peace and blessing in the Promised Land].

The Hebrew Christians have the same promise 'today' to enter God's rest, if they hold fast their assurance firm until the end.  They should fear so that they don't fall short by not believing God's promise.  The Hebrew Christians need to be diligent to rest from their own works, because what God has said will be used to judge them.

Contains many repeated quotations from Psalm 95:7-11, written by David.  This is a call to praise and worship God (ie priestly service), rather than to harden your heart in unbelief and disobedience  The warning is that such people will not enter the 'rest' of God -- that place of peace and blessing (Exod 23:25-26, Deu 28:1-2, 3-14).
Background to Heb 3 & 4:

Exodus generation

Moses was the leader

Israel was the 'house'

The Promised Land was the inheritance 'promised' to Israel ( = faith = believe the promise of God)

Rest was peace and enjoyment of the things in the Promised Land = no 'suffering and persecution' from enemies.

In reality, 'rest' was to enjoy the blessings God promised to give them in the Promised Land = the land, food, peace, happiness, etc.
The Sabbath rest is to work for six days (= faithful ministry), then to relax and enjoy the fruits of your labour on the seventh day (= rewards in the kingdom).

God 'tested' Israel's faith every day in the wilderness (to see if they would believe in Him to provide food and water for them.  They failed, and they 'tested' God by their lack of faith and disobedience.

When the 12 spies were sent out, God tested their faith in Him to protect them from their enemies.  They failed.

As a result, they did not receive the inheritance, and they did not enter into God's 'rest'.

(Deut 3:18-20, Deut 12:9-10 cf Heb 4:8) 

Rest in this context

1.  The Exodus generation was to enter into the Promised Land, which God promised as their inheritance.  God promised to give them an inheritance and peace (from all their enemies) and abundance from the land and livestock IF Israel was faithful to Him (Deut 3:18-20, Deut 12:9-10 cf Heb 4:8).  The conquest of the land was based of their faith and faithfulness to do what God told them to do.  But, when the 12 spies went in, all except Joshua and Caleb were afraid of the giants, and did not believe that God would give them the land.  As a result, that entire generation died in the desert, and did not receive the inheritance.  Even when Joshua and Caleb and the younger generation went in, they did not find 'rest', because they had to fight for the Land, and they never took full possession of the entire Promised Land.  There remains another rest.
2.  Even in the time of David, who wrote Ps 95, there was not rest for Israel.  Solomon had a foretaste of the rest, but still not fulfilled (1 Kings 8:56)

3.  After creation, God rested from His works on the 'sabbath'.  He enjoyed the works He had created.

4.  Israel was to enter into the Sabbath Rest.  There were three types of sabbath rests for Israel -- every seventh day, every seventh year, every 50th year (Jubilee, an extra sabbath year after seven sabbath years).  If Israel was faithful in doing their work (and had faith in God to supply and give them 'rest'), God would bless them by providing everything they needed for the 7th day, year and jubilee.  That is, they would enjoy the fruit of their faithful labour.

5.  There is a rest of 'enjoying the works of your labour'.  By faith, you can 'rest' in the midst of trials.  By faith and endurance, you can 'rest' after your trials and sufferings, as you enjoy the rewards (inheritance) for your faithful works.

6.  This rest is found in Shiloh (Peace = Messiah, Gen 49:10), the Son who created everything, who invites believers to enter His (Christ's) rest.
7.  The New Covenant to Israel is the fulfilment of God's promises to Israel.  This is the full experience of the 'rest' of God (Jer 31:31)
The Exodus generation saw God's faithfulness to protect and provide for them time and time again.  But, they failed to trust in Him.  Every time they faced a difficulty (Pharaoh coming, no water, no food, giants in the Promised Land), they lost their confidence (faith) in God.  This parallels the current Hebrew Christians, who 'fell away' when they encountered persecution from the Jews in their society.

This is not loss of salvation.  In the analogy in the Exodus story, Egypt represents the unbeliever as a slave to Satan and sin; coming out of Egypt represents salvation (redemption); the Exodus represents times of suffering and tests of faith; entering Canaan (which is the Promised Land, the inheritance of Israel) represents experiencing the 'rest' and fulness of the blessings of God.  The analogy does not suggest loss of salvation (the Exodus generation was not sent back to Egypt); but a loss of rewards in the kingdom (no right to the inheritance which was promised to those who are faithful).

Background:  These Hebrews (Jews) became Christians by believing in Jesus.  But then, they faced persecution (eg from the Pharisees, family members, etc).  So, instead of enduring persecution from the Jews, they have 'fallen away' from Jesus, and are going back into the Law and animal sacrifices.
'it is impossible to renew them again to repentance'
a)  These are believers, not unbelievers
  -- Heb 6:4-5 has four aorist participles = 'past tense'.  These things (experienced by believers at or after salvation) have happened to them.  Note:  'and [then] have fallen away' is also aorist/past participle.  The idea of 'drifting away' and 'refusing to listen to God' is repeated many times in the book of Hebrews.
  -- Heb 6:4 'once enligthened', again, a past event
  -- constant use of 'brothers' (Heb 6:9 etc).

b)  If these Hebrew believers keep refusing to listen to what God said, they harden their hearts, and can get to the point where God hardens their hearts, and they cannot repent.  Therefore, their sin cannot be forgiven, and they must die.  This principle applies to believers as well as to unbelievers.  God will show mercy and allow time for repentance.  But, if people refuse, mercy will cease, and judgement will come.

  -- There is a 'sin unto (leading to) death for believers (see 1 John 5:16-17 cf James 1:14-15, 1:18-21, 5:19-20)
 -- The Exodus generation refused to believe God, and they died in the wilderness without inheriting the Promised Land (Heb ch 3,4)
  -- Moses also was not able to inherit the Promised Land.  When Moses struck the Rock twice, it was as though he was crucifying Christ again (Exod 17:6 cf Numb 20:8,11-12)

  -- Esau gave away the inheritance of the firstborn son, and was not able to 'repent' to receive the inheritance (Heb 12:16-17)
  -- Gentiles 'suppress the truth and do not glorify God' (Romans 1:18,21), so that 'God gives them over' to unrighteousness (Rom 1:24,28)

  -- Jews are stubborn and unrepentant (Rom 2:4-5), so that 'God gives them a spirit of stupor, eyes to see not and ears to hear not' (Rom 11:7-10)

  -- Pharaoh in the Exodus hardened his heart repeatedly (Exod 3:19, 5:2).  As a result, God also hardened Pharaoh's heart, so that he could not repent (Exod 4:21).  Also in Exod 9:34-35 cf Exod 10:1-3
  -- Unbelievers in the Tribulation who receive the mark of the beast can never repent (Rev 14:9-11).
c)  In Heb 6:1, these Hebrew believers had repented from dead works.  They realised the Law of Moses and the animal sacrifices was, in itself, useless to forgive sins (Heb 9:11-15).  If they go back into the Law, and harden themselves and refuse to listen (Heb 5:11), then it may become impossible for them to repent.
d)  In Heb 6:3, they will go forward to maturity 'if God permits'.  For some of them, they may be past the point of no return.  It may already be 'impossible for them to repent', and they must die.

e)  The following parable says that the ground which produces good things is blessed, and the ground which produces thorns and thistles is burned (judged) (Heb 6:7-8).
f)  On a positional level, all sins have been forgiven by the blood of Jesus once-and-for-all.  Therefore, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins (Heb 10:10-18).
g)  On an experiential level, if these believers reject the sacrifice of Jesus (thinking they need to offer animal sacrifices because the animal sacrifices are better than Jesus -- putting Jesus to public shame), then the animal sacrifices cannot forgive their sin.  Therefore, there is no acceptable sacrifice for sins, and they must die because their sins are unforgiven.
h)  The book of Hebrews was written in about 66AD.  Four years later, in 70AD, the Roman Army destroyed Jerusalem and the Temple, killed a million Jews, and carried the rest into exile.  If the Hebrew believers refused to hear God's warnings -- and remained under Judaism -- they would have been caught up in this death and destruction.  Historically, it is known that the faithful Christians understood the prophecies made by Jesus (eg Matt 24), and were able to escape Jerusalem before the Roman Army destroyed the city.

i)  The wording of the warning in Heb 10:26-31 is very similar to Heb 6:4-6.

j)  People who interpret this passage as 'if you fall away, then you lose your salvation', must also say 'it is impossible to ever be saved again'.

'crucifying ... putting Him'  are both present participles = 'now'.

'shame publicly'  To offer an animal sacrifice is like saying to Jesus, "Your sacrifice was not good enough to forgive sins.  This animal is better than You".  See also Heb 10:29.
'for themselves'  They are offering animal sacrifices again, trying (by the works of the Law) to forgive their sins
'Son of God'  Notice the title, an all that it implies in the context of this book = Heir, High Priest, Messiah.

Then, after the thorns and thistles have been burned up, the ground can be prepared to grow good things.  
Note:  These believers had their lives 'burned to the ground' (Heb 10:32-39), because their possessions had been taken, they had been imprisoned, etc, but they had received a reward for their faithfulness.  If they turn away, their lives will be 'burned to the ground', but they will end up with no inheritance.

The bringing in of the New Covenant was fulfilled, in part -- for Church Age believers -- at Pentecost.  The giving of the Spirit to the Church (beginning with Jewish believers first, then Gentile believers) was a sign to Israel that the blessings belonging to Israel were being enjoyed by the Gentiles, to make Israel jealous, so they would repent (see Romans 10:18-21, Romans 11).
The final fulfilment -- for Israel -- will be at the Second Coming and the Millennial Kingdom.

'censer'  The Gk word is used twice in the LXX, not the altar of incense, but a hand-held censer, which is filled with coals from the brazen altar, and then taken into the Holy of Holies by the high priest on the Day of Atonement (Lev 16:12).  This is what is being pictured in this verse, and in this chapter of Heb 9.
This cannot be the altar of incense , which was actually in the Holy Place, in front of the second curtain.  It had to be here, because the priests offered incense every morning and evening, not just once a year.

Theologically, the altar of incense is closely associated with the Holy of Holies and the Ark of the Covenant (Exod 40:5, 1 Kings 6:19-22).  In Revelation, the smoke of incense (representing the prayers of the saints) goes up 'before/in the presence of the Lord' (Rev 5:8, Rev 8:3-4).  On the Day of Atonement, the High Priest took a censer filled with burning coals from the altar of incense into the Holy of Holies and put incense into the censer, so that the smoke covered the Mercy Seat while he was in there - allowing the High Priest to approach into the presence of God - lest he die (Lev 16:11-14).
Once a year, the High Priest would take the prayers of the people Israel into the presence of the Lord.

Why is blood important to God? (Lev 17:10-14)

a) The life of an animal is in the blood.  Life belongs to God.

b) The blood is given to atone for (cover) our sins.  That is, the animal gives its life (= dying) to cover our sins.  This is a type/picture of Jesus giving His life (= dying) to forgive our sins once-for-all.

c) We must not eat blood (see also Gen 9:4 (pre-Law), Acts 1519-20 (post-Law))

Uses of blood in the Law:

a) Blood sacrifices were used as sin offerings.

b) Blood on the Day of Atonement was used to atone for 'cover' sins (see comments on Heb 9:21).

c) Animal's blood was sprinkled to 'consecrate' (make holy/separate) the Tabernacle and the Levitical priesthood (Lev 8:22-24).

d) Moses sprinkled blood on the people at the inauguration of the Mosaic Law (as the 'signature' of the covenant/contract between God and Israel) (Exod 24:4-8)

Cain and Abel (Gen 4:1-7)

Abel was righteous, and offered his sacrifice based on faith.

Most people assume that Cain was an unbeliever (based on 1 John 3:11-12, Cain was 'of the evil one' and his deeds were evil (in context, 'not loving his brother').  But, the very fact that John warns his readers -- who were believers -- not to be like Cain, suggests that a believer can 'be of the evil one and do evil deeds'.  Jesus rebuked Peter by saying 'Get behind Me, Satan!'  In addition, God encouraged Cain to 'do good' and 'to rule over sin'.  Unbelievers are slaves to sin; only believers have power to rule over sin.
Therefore, it is likely that Cain was a believer who simply was not living rightly before God.  But he still offered sacrifices.  This suggests his worship may have been mere 'religion' or ritual, just like the religious Pharisees in the time of the Hebrew readers.
Abel is the first believer who was persecuted and martyred for his faith.  This is the same situation the Hebrew Christians find themselves in.

'through which' is feminine singular.  It could refer to 'sacrifice' or 'faith'.  It is more likely Abel's faith, based on Heb 11:2.  Also see next comment.
'better sacrifice ... God testifies about his gifts'  In Gen 4:4 'The Lord looked favourably on Abel AND his sacrifice, but for Cain AND his offering He did not look favourably'.  People usually interpret Abel's sacrifice as being better because it was an animal/blood sacrifice and the firstborn and fat (the best portion for God), whereas Cain's was of the crops.  (Note, in the Law (later), both animal sacrifices and grain offerings were acceptable to God.)  It makes more sense to understand the Abel's sacrifice was better because he was 'righteous' (living by faith, and therefore pleasing to God), whereas Cain was 'unrighteous' (not living by faith, and therefore he and his offering were not pleasing to God). cf Heb 10:5-7
'testimony'  Notice the repetition (twice in this verse, and once in Heb 11:2).

This is actually the faith of Moses' parents.  The passage, talking of the faith of Moses, begins with the faith of his parents hiding him as a baby (Heb 11:23), and finishes with the faith of the Exodus generation passing through the Red Sea (Heb 11:29).
'beautiful' literally means 'refined, elegant'.  It suggests 'something special' about him.  Possibly, Moses' parents understood that God had a special purpose for Moses.
'king's command'  Pharaoh commanded that the midwives kill all male babies born to the Israelites.  There is a direct parallel here, with the 'persecution' of the Hebrews in Egypt, and the 'persecution' of the Hebrews in this book.  The encouragement is to have faith, not be afraid, and do God's will.

'bitterness' in contrast to 'pursue peace'.  Taken from Deut 29:14-20, where the Exodus generation -- because they were discouraged -- turned away from God to follow idols, and encouraged others to do the same.  A root bearing bitterness poisons the whole tree.

'a root ... growing upwards'  Roots should grow downwards.  When roots grow upward, they become 'suckers', and take away vitality from the whole tree.  When some Christians fail and become discouraged and/or other Christians criticize or judge those who are weak, these attitudes of discouragement and/or judging often spread to others in the church, so that 'many become defiled'
