Note:  Jesus did not speak all of the parables at the same time, at the same place, to the same crowd.

Mark and Luke includes few parables.  They divert to a different context in Mark 4:35ff and Luke 8:19ff.
Matthew has grouped many of the parables here, as a response to the 'Beelzebul' rejection of Jesus as the Messiah.
What is the kingdom of God like?
In this section, there are three sets of two parables, each set with the same theme.  They talk about the 'end of the age', going into the kingdom (ie Tribulation, Second Coming, Millennium) (Matt 13:39).  This indicates that the parables are spoken mainly to the Jews, not to the Church.
...Parable 1a:  The seed which grows and is harvested

(Mark 4:26-29)
[Interpretation:  The kingdom of God grows and bears fruit.  When the kingdom is ready/complete, God will gather in the harvest]
…Parable 1b:  The wheat and the tares (weeds)
(Matt 13:24-30).
A tare is a grass that looks like wheat, but produces black grain = a counterfeit
Interpretation in Matt 13:34-43
[Interpretation:

Believers (belonging to the kingdom of God) and unbelievers (belonging to the kingdom of Satan) will be allowed to stay together on this earth until the final harvest (end of the age/Second Coming).  Believers will then go into the kingdom of God; but unbelievers will be burned.]
...Parable 2a:  The mustard seed growing into a big tree
(Matt 13:31-32; Mark 4:30-34; Luke 13:18-19)
[Interpretation:  The kingdom of God grows from a very small thing into a big thing which provides shelter to many.]
...Parable 2b:  The yeast filling all the flour
(Matt 13:33; Luke 13:20-21).
[Interpretation:  See 2a.  The kingdom of God grows and fills everything.]
...Parable 3a:  The man who sells everything to buy the field with the hidden treasure 
(Matt 13:44).
[Interpretation:  The kingdom of God is like a valuable treasure, and should be more important than anything we have in life.]
...Parable 3b:  The merchant who finds the valuable pearl 
(Matt 13:45-46).
[Interpretation:  See 3a.  The kingdom of God is like a valuable treasure, and should be more important than anything we have in life.]
...Parable:  The net full of good and bad fish 
(Matt 13:47-48)
Interpretation in Matt 13:49-50
[Interpretation:  At the end of the age, the angels will separate the bad/evil (unbelievers) from the righteous (believers), and the bad/evil (unbelievers) will be burned.]
Someone who studies the kingdom of God will see and understand truths in the Old Testament and in the new teachings of Jesus about the kingdom (Matt 13:51-52).

The sheep who enter through the door are Jews who believe in Jesus.  He has other sheep (Gentile/Church believers) who will be joined with the Jewish sheep as one flock (John 10:16).  This is a prophecy of the Church, when Jews and Gentiles are joined together in the Body of Christ.
...Parable:  I am the good shepherd, who lays down His life for the sheep.  The hired man flees, and abandons the sheep to be killed and scattered by the wolf (John 10:11-18).
The Pharisees and religious leaders are the 'hired men', who do not care for their sheep (Israel).
In 70AD, Israel is destroyed, many Jews are killed, and the rest are scattered throughout the world as slaves to the Romans.
This is parallel to the prophecy in Ezekiel 34.  God rebukes the religious leaders in Israel in Ezekiel's time because they did not care for the sheep (Israel).  As a result the sheep were scattered (Israel was taken captive to Babylon) (Ezek 34:1-6).  God says that He is the Shepherd who will search for His sheep, and bring them back into their land (Ezek 34:11-16).  This will happen at the Second Advent, when Jesus regathers Israel and establishes the kingdom.
After these parables, many of the Jews (Pharisees) said that Jesus was demon-possessed and insane (John 10:19-20).  He said the reason they refused to believe was because they are not His sheep -- they do not follow Him (John 10:24-27).

Their pride and unrepentant hard hearts make it impossible for them to be saved.  This is the condition of many of the Pharisees and religious leaders at the time Jesus spoke.
Many Jews will not be allowed into the kingdom of God, even though they believe they are "God's chosen people".  Instead, the Gentiles will be allowed to enter.
In Luke 13:22, it says Jesus was making His way to Jerusalem

We (and the Jews) are the stewards of the things God has entrusted to us.  We must remember that everything we have belongs to God.  We are merely stewards/administrators (of His money, time, etc).  One day, we must all give an account of how we used the things He entrusted to us.
Jesus rebukes the Pharisees because they are lovers of money (Luke 16:14).  Money had become their master (Luke 16:14) and idol ('detestable abomination' (Luke 16:15).
Jesus rebukes the Pharisees because they are self-righteous before men, they hinder others from entering the kingdom of God, and they do not keep the Law of Moses.
The Law and Prophets were proclaimed until John.  Since then, John and Jesus preached the kingdom of God.  Many (despised sinners and tax collectors, sick and poor) were 'forcing their way' into the kingdom, despite the stumbling blocks and opposition from the Pharisees.
The standard of righteousness (and, in context, love for the poor and needy) demanded by God, manifest by the Law and the Prophets will always stand.
This is in contrast to the false righteousness of the Pharisees, who love money, despise the needy, and don't keep the Law.  Jesus uses an example of the commandment on divorce (which the Pharisees watered down to 'divorce for any reason whatsoever', Matt 19:3), to show their disregard for the Law.
